About the Program: This is the most versatile program we offer.  You can tailor the program and the classes you take to your interests with this option, even if your interests are as varied as accounting, economics, pure math, or engineering.

For example, if you are planning on double majoring in mathematics and some other field in engineering or science (e.g., mechanical engineering, electrical engineering, physics, computer science, etc.) your engineering or science classes can count as both your concentration area and for your science electives.  (A maximum of 6 credits of science electives can be engineering courses.) This means it will still be reasonable to graduate in the standard 4-5 years, even with a double major.
